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The Wari Empire developed in the Andean re?ion of South America during 8 to
10 centuries. The capital was Wari, located in the southern central highlands of Peru, and its rule
extended to the Cajamarca region in the northern highlands of Peru. The purpose of this study was to
elucidate the reality of the local rule of the Wari Empire based on excavated data from
archaeological sites in the Cajamarca region.

The Terlen-La Bomba site is a Wari Empire site located in the middle basin of the Jequetepeque
River. The first excavation at this site was conducted in 2019 and the second in 2022. Several tombs
and accompanying artifacts were identified. At the same time, morphological and DNA analyses of
human remains excavated from the El Palacio site, a site from the Wari Empire period, were conducted
to understand indicators of the diversity of the Wari Empire"s membership.
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
