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In the field of linguistics, research is usually quantitative in nature, with some
qualitative research included in the literature. However, in the field of language
teaching, especially in the sub-field of performance in education (PIE) language
education (speech, drama, debate, etc.) the emphasis is on the teaching and not so
much on research. However, since drama activities are not highly considered by
universities, reseach on the values of PIE activities is extremely important.
Unfortunately, such research is hard to find. Therefore, this research project was
created to fill this gap in the research literature through micro- and macro-evaluations
of PIE activities.

The original purpose of this research on performance-based education was to follow an
article by Rod Ellis (1997) which provided a model for micro-evaluation of tasks
looking at student-based evaluation, response-based evaluation, and learning-based
evaluation. Student-based evaluation explores student attitudes toward the creativity
and performances improved language abilities, increased motivation, and increased class
cohesion resulting from the activities was to be conducted through interviews, focus
groups, and surveys of students, teachers, and administrators. Response-based
evaluation exploring whether the goals of the activities were met were to be conducted
through observation and analysis of audio/video recordings of students during the
process and resulting product of the activity. Learning-based evaluation exploring
whether learning has occurred as a result of the activities was to be conducted through
pre-and post-tests, as well as observations throughout the process. These types of
evaluation/research were to be taught to a large number of teachers throughout the
nation so that the aggregate of many such micro-evaluations would become a macro-
evaluation of performance in education activities.

In 2019, the first year of the study, student-based evaluation was completed with
surveys on their attitudes toward performance in education (PIE). Interviews of
teachers using PIE were also conducted. Papers were written on these findings, with
plans to further investigate the original findings by conducting student interviews
and focus groups. Unfortunately, the COVID-19 pandemic required that changes be made
to this face-to-face approach to this research and online versions of these methods
had to be used instead.

The first stage of the research was to get a basic preliminary view of the scope of
the research area. First, a student survey on their attitudes toward performance in
education activities was conducted. The main results of the student survey on
Performance in Education are the following (n = 164, 1=Disagree greatly, 5=Agree

greatly).

Q3. I think doing performance in class is interesting. (4.07 Agree)

Q4. I think doing performance in class is easy. (3.02 Somewhat agree)

Q5a. I think doing performance in class is useful to my learning. (4.17 Agree)

The conclusion was students thought the activities were interesting and useful but
somewhat difficult. The teachers of the students (n=10) were interviewed about their
use of performance in education. The contents of the transcripts of the interviews
matched the student. One important result of the teacher interviews was that most
teachers did not know how to conduct the necessary research methods to conduct the
micro-evaluation, so | decided that a pre-cursor step of disseminating how to conduct
the research was necessary. This step was completed through explanatory papers and



presentations at conferences created for that purpose.

To meet the new goal, the following were accomplished:

7 major conferences were established with several smaller conferences created each
year (online with face-to-face interactions when possible)

36 presentations on Performance in Education

14 articles on Performance in Education,

2 books on Performance in Education

1 textbook based on Performance in Education trialed at Nanzan University and Chukyo
University.

4 international conferences on research in Performance in Education

Creation of a network of teachers involved in research on Performance in Education

A website has been created for the researcher, co-researcher, and cooperating
researchers to upload their presentations and publications on the research topic. A
database to assist researchers of PIE has been started.

The next few years will be spent expanding the network of PIE teachers, putting the
results of these four years of research together into books and conferences on PIE
research, and the establishment of PIE resources and research.
