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In this research, we analyzed the progress of the energy revolution by
focusing on two major crises, the coal crisis and the oil crisis. We examined how EC countries such
as Germany and France responded to these crises in relation to the process of deepening and
expanding European integration.

As concrete research results, it became clear that the energy revolution progressed in Germany and

France in the 1960s, and nuclear power was expected to play the next leading role. In addition,
although the EC"s energy policy was not born, discussions on the cooperative relationship of energy
policy between Germany and France have started. It is thought that the integration of energy policy
has progressed in a different way from other common policies.
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
